MULTIPLICATION TABLES CHECK

* Taken in June 2023

* Purpose: to determine whether your child can fluently recall their times
tables up to 12, which is essential for future success in mathematics.

What is the Multiplication tables check?

It is an on-screen check consisting of 25 times table questions. Your child will
be able to answer 3 practice questions before taking the actual check. They will
then have 6 seconds to answer each question. On average, the check should

take no longer than 5 minutes to complete.
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READING

* Each term children take a Star Reader assessment which
gives each child a ZPD score (this is the recommendation
of book levels that this child should read to provide
optimal challenge without frustration.)

* Children are encouraged to choose a reading book within
this range from their class library.

* Accelerated Reader Quizzes — children take a quiz about
the book within 48hrs of finishing a book to earn points.

ASSESSMENT AND MARKING

* Lessons have a learning objective which is written at the top of a piece of work.
* When the work is marked, we highlight:
Tickled Pink to show when the learning objective has been achieved.
Green for Growth to show an area that needs further development.

After each piece of work, the pupils are encouraged to self-assess their
understanding. They place a ‘traffic light’ colour after the learning objective:

green for ‘understood’
for ‘almost got it’
red for ‘help! I'm stuck!

« There will also be evidence of peer assessment when the children assess each
other’s work. They work to a set of agreed criteria.

» Teachers are continually assessing pupils throughout lessons and using this to
adapt and inform the delivery of the curriculum.

* Progress is continually monitored, both formally and informally, throughout the
year. Each term the class teachers meet with the Head and Deputy to formally
review the individual progress of every child.
